WHEREAS, the University of Alaska Anchorage empowers young people in our local 
community, offering opportunities to gain leadership skills, pursue educational 
advancement, and participate in service-oriented community-building projects while 
preparing for future careers; and 

WHEREAS, National Apprenticeship Week serves as an opportunity to highlight the role of
