Registered Apprenticeship plays as a proven and industry-driven training model and as a key strategy
to improving job quality, and creating access to good-paying, family-sustaining jobs for all, starting
with youth and young adults; and

WHEREAS, Early Care & Education Pathways to Success (ECEPTS), a project of Tides Center,
recognizes the urgent need to prepare our students to address some of our nation’s pressing
workforce challenges such as rebuilding our country’s infrastructure, addressing critical supply chain
