YAW provides stakeholders with  
a chance to show how Registered Apprenticeship can create a sustainable pipeline  
of skilled workers and allow youth to earn competitive wages while obtaining the relevant 
training and experience to start their careers.

	▪ The U.S. Department of Labor announced the availability of $98 million in funding for YouthBuild to support the delivery  
of pre-apprenticeships in high-demand industries, including construction, healthcare, hospitality, and information technology. 
YouthBuild is a community-based pre-apprenticeship program that provides job training and educational opportunities for 
youth ages 16–24 who left school without a secondary diploma.

Hundreds of proclamations were submitted and thousands  
of events such as career fairs, graduation ceremonies, and panel discussions in all 50 states, the District of Columbia,  
and four U.S. territories were held.
